TriCity Kart Club Exceptions to WKA Rules
TriCity Kart Club (TCKC) rules are based on the WKA Technical Manual.

These printed exceptions are subject to change and or additional exceptions may be added to better accommodate the membership and maintain a level playing field of competition.

TCKC follows the Manufacturers Cup and Gold Cup Series.

Body Work:

A.   Open as long as length, width, height and material comply with WKA rules.

B. Any non-WKA bodywork must be approved by TCKC Technical Inspector prior to entering the track. Inspection is for safety and mounting concerns.

C. Nose cones are optional but must be fastened securely.

D. All junior karts must comply with WKA center fairing rules…No exceptions.

E. Kids Kart per WKA.

F. Rear bumpers per WKA

Weights:
A. Class weights per WKA or as specified in the TCKC Competition Classes Document.

B. 125cc Shifter, 400 lbs. All
Numbers:   WKA Specs and Dimension

                   Scoring must be able to clearly see your numbers or you won’t be scored.
A. Black number on White Back Ground.

B. White number on Black Back Ground.

C. Black number on Yellow Back Ground.

D. Champ Karts per WKA.

Tires:   Open
A. Size of wheel and tire is permitted as long as it is a Go-Kart racing tire.
B. Kids Karts Class per WKA

C. No Tire “prep” is permitted at the club event.  Cleaning of the tires with a heat gun or brush is permitted.  NO CHEMICALS MAY BE APPLIED TO THE TIRES ONCE IN THE FACILITY.  NO EXCEPTIONS.
D. Tire prep is allowed prior to arrival.

Air Box:
A. Optional at the present facility.  In the event TCKC has an event at an optional facility then local rules MAY be enforced.  It is highly recommended the use of a WKA approved air box for 2 cycle engines.

Mufflers:
A. Mufflers on 4 cycles are an option.  In the event that TCKC has an event at an optional                  facility then local rules MAY be enforced.  It is highly recommended the use of a WKA    approved muffler for 4 cycle engines.
Engines:
A. All engines must be approved and governed by WKA.

B. The only exception of this is the use of a 125 Moto engine and it must comply with WKA Sprint Racing specifications.

C. TaG engines and weights are according to WKA.
D. Kids Kart Engine MUST comply with WKA Engine Specs. 
E. In the event an engine or any part found to be illegal, TCKC will not retain an engine or part on the 1st DQ. You will not be allowed to take the track until the engine or parts have been replace with legal issue.  
F. Before the next event the engine or parts must be reinspected prior to taking the track.  If the competitor is found to be illegal a second time, TCKC may revoke the membership and void all accumulated points for the race season.
This applies to all classes.
G. Yamaha cylinders with no casting numbers will be allowed in the pipe classes.  No Grinding or Machining is allowed on this cylinder.  They must be used as cast to be legal in competition at TCKC events.
H. DQ’s will follow WKA Protest procedures for appeal.

Axles:
A. 50mm axles are legal in all classes except Kid Karts.
   Front Brakes:

     A.   Front Brakes are legal in all classes except Kids Karts with applicable weight penalties.
Kids Karts:

A. Per WKA, NO EXCEPTIONS.  TCKC may retain any engine parts found to be in 

non-compliance with rules.  Any other infractions can result in the removal from the  
       event.
Rotax Classes:

    A.   Karts, Tires and engine per Rotax, no exceptions.
TaG Class: 
    A. Per WKA rules and specs.

Champ Kart and 4 Cycle Classes:
A. All drivers must have full length, one piece, SFI rated, fire retardant driving suit effective January 1, 2006, NO EXCEPTIONS.
B. Must drive above the inside track line. Penalties will be assessed accordingly.

C. All Chassis must be WKA approved; any non-WKA approved chassis must be inspected prior to entering the track.

D. Sr. Champ engines are allowed to run FKA carburetor.

E. Jr. Champ Karts, open gear option if we run a small oval.

F. BoxStock and Clones per WKA.
G. Animal Class: Black restrictor plate, (17 gear) front driver, WKA rules and weight, open tires and open muffler.
H. Flathead class: Open gear rule, FKA carburetor (optional), WKA rules and weight, open tires and open muffler.
Homologation:
A. Any non homologated chassis must be inspected by TCKC technical inspectors prior to entering the track.  All safety and dimensional specifications must be met as per WKA rule book.

B. Champ Karts that were built prior to the WKA Chassis Certification need to be inspected by TCKC inspectors prior to the race season.  All early chassis’s must comply with WKA safety and dimensional requirements.

These exceptions are for TCKC.  If attending any other event or series it is the responsibility of each driver to review the appropriate rules and regulations applicable at the venue.
